Description: The ATP Charitable Foundation, in cooperation with the Jinishian Memorial Foundation
and the Armenian Energy Agency Foundation has launched the EU4Environment: "Green community -
resilient future" project financed by the EU on March 1, 2021.

Within the framework of the program a working group comprised of 3 experts will be created to:

1. Review the international best practices in the fields of urban greening, energy efficiency,
energy conservation and sustainable management of household waste;

2. Develop a package of legislative drafts aimed at improving these fields, taking into account
existing local legislative requirements and the best international experience study;

Carry out appropriate consultations with partner stakeholders in order to ensure
complementarity between national programmes and projects as a result of the study,
classification and identify the obstacles to the implementation of the proposed package of
legislative changes;

The ultimate goal of the working group's research is to contribute to:

Development of infrastructure for supplying seedlings and ensuring necessary upkeep in
the target communities;

Sustainable and green development of urban areas (including RE and EE) by facilitating
an empowered and functional legislative/regulatory framework;

The study report will summarize

International best practices in the field of sustainable and green development of urban
areas,

Legal and regulatory framework,

Proposed mechanisms for ensuring complementarity of ongoing/planned Government and
donor supported initiatives,

Package of draft laws/regulations.

Urban greening expert for needs assessment and governance model development will be
involved in the working group.

Main responsibilities:

Facilitate the working group consisting of these 3 experts by providing appropriate
guidance and consultations;

Conduct a comprehensive analysis of the research package developed by the working
group on the best international practices for ensuring the sustainable growth of urban
greening;

Assess the needs of beneficiary municipalities / communities

Submit a full proposal for the relevant model to the Project team and steering committee
(identification of suitable models and proposing their adaptation scenarios, development of
clear actions aimed at improving sustainable urban development policies and capacity
building, as well as promoting and developing the practice of spreading the "green
lifestyle™).

When developing the model, the following aspects should be taken into consideration:

Overlapping or unclear responsibilities of local authorities at sub-national levels;
The lack of experienced professional and technical staff in the regional cities;

Demand for advanced green urban planning and execution policies and capacities;
The major challenges to managing, monitoring, and developing urban green spaces in
small cities and towns of the country;



- National and local authorities’ insufficient attention to the development and maintenance
of green areas in small cities;
- The problem of sustainable management of household waste;

The study will be focused on strategic policy aimed at ensuring “green growth” and urban
greening:

- Through round table discussions, trainings and presentations of the model developed
during the implementation of the program, contribute to improving LSGB/community
experience in the field of sustainable green urban planning and household waste
management and the process of developing appropriate infrastructures;

- Promote the establishment of public private partnership dialogue in target communities and
regions;

- Provide necessary consultations to the Project implementation team;

- Document the lessons learned and best practices, share it with the wider team

The final report of the expert should include the following:
- Needs Assessment of 15 beneficiary municipalities;
- Best Practice overview on sustainable and replicable models for urban planning (includes
municipal greening and renewable energy and energy efficiency);
- Proposed Model (by incorporating the model developed by a renewable energy and energy
efficiency expert);

Planned Actions: A comprehensive review of urban planning and greening practices (“Hayantar”
SNCO and respective municipal services) of targeted following 15 municipalities will be carried
out:

- In parallel with the needs assessment, analysis of the full study report on international best
practices in the field of sustainable and replicable models for urban planning and greening
services will be carried out;

- Preliminary results will be discussed during 3 regional meetings and a follow-up seminar in
Yerevan that will gather representatives of central, regional and municipal authorities,
respective organizations engaged in afforestation/reforestation activities, partner CSOs
and grass roots organizations;

- Based on the results of these consultations, a final model will be developed and the expert
will present the model during the round table discussions and trainings for key municipality
representatives and stakeholders;

- Distant mentorship of stakeholders throughout 6 months of the Action.

Required qualifications

- University degree in urban greening, forestry, forest science, natural, environmental and
social sciences or other related fields;

- At least 5 years of experience in developing management/development models within the
framework of projects (particularly, EU or other international donor projects);

- Experience in ensuring the quality and integrity of the data obtained, as well as the
management of research in the working group;

- Knowledge on green urban planning, experience in developing models and using tools;

- Experience in preparing and submitting reports;

- Teamwork experience;



- Proficiency in English and Armenian;
- Knowledge on RE, EE, sustainable waste management;
